Saft will provide Genesis Energy in New Zealand with a 100MW/200MWh utility-
scale battery energy storage system (BESS). 
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Where is the largest solar power plant in New Zealand?

The construction of the Huntly BESS follows Genesis Energy’s recent launch of
what it claims is the country’s largest solar PV power plant: the 63MWp
Lauriston site, located west of Christchurch on the South Island, near the
Rakaia River in the Canterbury Plains.
